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Modern French Landscape Paintings
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French modern landscape painting began with a break from historical landscape painting, which depicted natural scenery using classical techniques.

Camille Corot faithfully observed nature, made outdoor sketches, and lyrically depicted idealised scenes derived from real landscapes. Gustave Courbet rejected idealisation,
depicting nature as it was with a rough brushstroke, and advanced Realism, which sought to depict what could be seen. Following this trend, Impressionist painters such as
Claude Monet, Camille Pissarro, and Alfred Sisley emerged, using a technique of arranging brushstrokes to create bright compositions, and depicting new landscapes such
as the suburbs of Paris and everyday streets. Monet was also influenced by the depictions of clouds and the sea by his teacher Eugéne Boudin.

Additionally, Paul Signac, a Neo-Impressionist painter, played a role in promoting and spreading Georges Seurat's pointillism, while further refining the Impressionist
technique of layering brushstrokes. Henri Matisse, Albert Marquet, and André Derain created paintings that simplified forms while arranging colours with a unique sensibility,
drawing influence from Post-Impressionists such as Paul Cézanne while developing their own distinct styles.

This exhibition features 9 paintings and 1 print, showcasing the evolution of landscape painting by artists who travelled and worked in various regions, including northern and

southern France, as well as Switzerland.
